The width of the main stage between the portals is 10 m, the portal height is 6 m,
and the stage depth is 12 m.

The stage features three moving platforms, each 10 m x 3 m.

Equipped with modern mechanical, lighting, audio, video, and technological
communication systems.

The stage lighting system includes three movable lighting bridges (soffits) in the
stage area and one movable portal bridge in front of the stage.

28 lifting lines are installed for mounting and lifting stage decorations and drapery
elements.
